In this CD & DVD combo, thereôs genuine warmth to the whole show thatôs quite ap-

pealing. Perhaps there are no surprises here, but any shock would have run counter to the 

whole spirit of the evening: this is about basking in both nostalgia and friendship, and if 

youôre on the same wave as the musicians, Live at the Troubadour is enjoyable. 

Stormy Weather ðLena Horne 

This CD Set features a fine sampling of the type of material that Lena Horne per-

formed in the 1950s. Backed by an orchestra arranged and conducted by her husband 

Lennie Hayton, Horne digs into such tunes as ñMad About the Boy,ò ñStormy 

Weather,ò ñAny Place I Hang My Hat Is Home,ò and ñJust One of Those Things.ò 

The music swings but is middle-of-the-road pop rather than jazz. However, Lena 

Horne is heard throughout in top form, and this set is easily recommended to her fans.  

 

Marie Clark - The Mapping of Love and Death by Jacqueline Winspear 

In one of the New York Times bestselling series, Maisie Dobbs must unravel a case of 

wartime love and deathðan investigation that leads her to a long-hidden affair be-

tween a young cartographer and a mysterious nurse.  

 

Ethel Burns - English Creek by Ivan Doig 

The witty and haunting narration, a masterpiece of vernacular in the tradition of 

Twain, follows the events of the Two Medicine countryôs summer: the tide of sheep 

moving into the high country, the capering Fourth of July rodeo and community 

dance, and an end-of-August forest fire high in the Rockies that brings the book, as 

well as the McCaskill familyôs struggle within itself, to a stunning climax.
